There is no overnight camping for this event.  

Please plan to arrive on time. Please observe all paddock speed limits and directional signs. Do not park in any area roped off by track mgmt. 
1. Proceed to registration first in office on the second floor of  tower. Detailed schedule will be given out at registration  and will be posted on www.nasane.com  when finalized. Proceed to tech AFTER you have registered.
2. Helmets must be rated SA 2005 or better. If your helmet has a NASA 2015 sticker then it will not need to be inspected. Loaner helmets are available for $20 per day but supply is limited.
3. All drivers must wear long pants, a long sleeve shirt. All drivers MUST attend all scheduled classroom sessions and/or download meetings with their respective group.
4. Vehicles cannot exceed noise level of 86db. Track management reserves the right to stop any driver who exceeds this level.
5. All cars must be numbered with tape or vinyl numbers, no shoe polish.
Numbers will be available for purchase at registration if needed. Your car number is the number you put on your registration  ( vehicle profile on website)  unless contacted. If you did not put a number in registration we will assign one to you. 
6. A food concession will be open. It is advisable to bring your own water.   Picnic lunches are permitted.
For our new people, cars must be empty of all personal items before going to tech. A plastic bin or duffle bag to hold items is advisable. Bringing a tire gauge is suggested, an extra quart of oil and extra brake fluid is also not a bad idea. Another item is Windex and some paper towels. 
Arrive at the track with a full tank of gas. Gas pumps are onsite but VERY

expensive.

7. BE PREPARED FOR THE WEATHER. We run RAIN or Shine, Hot or Cold  Jackets, hats, sunscreen, water,  Pop up tents, chairs, rain gear,  etc  
8. HYPERDRIVE. Participants can arrive at 10:30am.  Bring a friend or spouse  to give it a try. $50 gets one classroom session and one driving session on-track with the instructor.  They can register online or walk up and pay at the track.
