“It’s only a glimpse of the breadth and depth of the wines coming out of Australia
today,” continues May.

“But the structured programme provides an insight into the continent’s geology and
climatic influences, takes a look at the history of the industry and some of the key
players within it, and is a platform for discussion as we taste through some 50 wines.
It should be a dynamic day, and we are very pleased to have such eminent
presenters.”
