CURRICULUM
Students attending a PGA Golf Management University Program can graduate 
with a baccalaureate degree in several majors including Marketing, Business 
Administration, Hospitality Administration or Recreation and Park Management.

In addition to classroom studies, each student is required to complete approved internships 
totaling 16 months at golf industry locales. Students also are required to complete all 
requirements of The PGA of America’s Professional Golf Management (PGM) Program and 
pass the PGA Playing Ability Test (PAT). These requirements satisfy a major portion of  
The PGA of America’s membership requirements.

SUMMER EXPERIENCE SCHEDULE
The Summer Experience is a 4-day program including the following:
• Engagement in team building activities with other  
 students with similar educational goals
• Sample key courses required to obtain the PGA Golf  
 Management designation
• Receive enrollment information and a campus tour
• Instruction from PGA of America and PGA Golf Management  
 University Program staff, students and alumni
• Participate in golf activities
• Opportunity to live in a university residence hall
• Preview of university life
