Exploring the Lost World of Scripture

Part One: Composition of the Old Testament
The Old Testament World was hearing-dominant, a world in which writing played a fairly insignificant role. The world of text was dominated by scribes and documents rather than authors and books as we know them today. Authority was more closely associated with speakers than with texts. In this presentation we will further describe this world and discuss its significance for understanding the composition of the Hebrew Bible.

Part Two: Ways to think about Biblical Authority 
If what became the books of the Hebrew Bible took their literary shape only gradually in a hearing-dominant world, how should we think about terms like inerrancy and inspiration? Given increasing information about the ancient and classical worlds, this presentation will offer ideas about the shape our formulations about biblical authority should take.
