Biography


Jessica Crawford is on a mission to Love Out Loud, just as the name of her new ministry indicates.  As a multifaceted minister of the gospel, she aims to express the passionate love of Jesus Christ for our hurting world through music, missions and ministry.  Whether singing, speaking, serving those in need or encouraging the Body of Christ, she is delighted to pour out from the overflow of her personal relationship with God.


Raised in the small Virginia town of Bridgewater, Jessica never expected to be in full time ministry although she held her first youth ministry position at Bridgewater Church of the Brethren while attending James Madison University.  In 2003 she graduated with a degree in Interpersonal Communications and a Sociology minor. Shortly after that she gained five years of administrative experience while serving as Events Coordinator for Bridgwater College leaving the position only to take on a three quarter time youth ministry position at Waynesboro Mennonite, which started to solidify her identity as a ministering person.  After a season of intense personal pain, God captivated Jessica with vision for a future in music and ministry.  "God called me to ministry when I was my most broken and proved to me that His strength truly is made perfect in my weakness just as Paul says in 2 Corinthians" she explains.  


After releasing her first solo CD in 2010 and saying "yes" to every opportunity to share her music, Jessica knew that she needed help to walk into the fullness of her journey into ministry.  "I had attended Eastern Mennonite Seminary for a year, which was great but I knew God had a different kind of training in mind for me so my prayer turned into 'God, If you're seriously calling me into ministry, I need help, I need training and I can't do this alone anymore'."  Shortly after she heard about a three month creative arts and ministry equipping school in Nashville, TN called Thunder School, which put the finishing touches on the ministry training she desired and imparted to her a heart for missions.


From 2012-2013, Jessica lived and served in the inner city of Nashville as a missionary for  Provision International - host of Thunder School.  She now finds herself traveling to partner with ministries and missions groups around the country and she couldn't be more surprised or grateful.  "This certainly isn't the life I though I'd have -- it's better!".
