Application Review and Notification.  Scholarship applications will be reviewed by a peer committee.  Preference will be given to nonprofits that have a relationship with HandsOn NWNC. Emphasis will be place on the applicant’s service to the organization, commitment to youth and to the community, and the potential impact of the program on the applicant and his/her organization.  The scholarship recipient will be announced at the annual Forsyth County Governor’s Volunteer Service Awards Breakfast on May 14, 2014 at Salem College.
