What is the tuition cost for the 

certificate program? $1000 per 

pastor for a church under 200 members, 

$1480 per pastor for a church over 200 

members includes: eight days’ training 

with up to six lay leaders normally 

joining for the Saturday sessions plus 

ongoing coaching with one site visit 

(Churches outside of Chicago 

Presbytery would also be responsible to 

reimburse the coach’s travel expenses 

for the site visit).  Housing, 

transportation, and some meals are 

additional expenses. A $100 deposit is 

due with application; full tuition may be 

paid in two installments.  Scholarships 

are available for church teams. 

 

What is the cost for participating 

in just an individual course? 
Participation costs per individual is 

$125 or $350 for 3 or more attendees 

from the same church.  The cost also 

covers some meals. 

Applications will be accepted beginning 

September 2014 continuing through 

October 15, 2014 or until the course fills.
