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Renaissance Angel Fund Mission Statement and Policies
The goal of the Angel Fund has long been understood, but never written down.  It is reflective of the original intent of the fund as the school aides who came up with the idea many years go determined the need:  The goal of the Renaissance Angel Fund is to help needy Renaissance students pay for extra-curricular activities or get through a family emergency, to ensure no student is left behind by a families’ inability to pay.  Examples of extra-curricular activities include school trips with fees required, transit fare to get to internships or community service projects, art supplies for a College Now art course, registration fees for summer courses, etc.  Examples of instances where the fund has given a donation to families in need include those who are victims of fire, eviction and serious illness or death of a parent or guardian.
A committee was formed in September of 2008 to review requests to the Angel fund and make recommendations for funding.  The committee members were chosen on the basis of how well they know the students and families who will benefit from the fund—our Pupil Personnel Supervisor who collects the Title 1 Lunch Forms, our Cafeteria Supervisor who is in contact with every child in the school on a daily basis, and our College Bound advisor who is knowledgeable about every high school child and their families.  In addition, Rebekah Oakes, Director of Development, represents the School Management Team and manages the various fundraising appeals and accounts.  A new member was added from the elementary school staff in December.

The Angel Fund Committee reserves the right to extend a grant to a family without written documentation in emergency circumstances, such as death of parent/guardian, prolonged illness, loss of home, or other grave family situations that impact the health and welfare of our students.
