Care to Ride
Motorcycle Route 

Registration begins at 9:00 a.m. and the ride begins at 10:00 a.m. from the parking lot of the Wyndham Hotel.
10:00 a.m – Depart from the Hotel – special note:  this will be an all-day ride – 10:00 to 5-6:00 p.m.  It is all back roads; no highways.
1st stop – Short Battlefield Ride – get an idea of how challenging this 3-day battle was.  You will see famous sites such as Devil’s Den, Big Round Top, Cemetery Hill and more.
Then off to Sach’s Covered Bridge -  this “haunted” bridge was built in 1852 by David S. Stoner. Part of the Confederate Army of Northern Virginia began it's retreat to Virginia by crossing this bridge after the Battle of Gettysburg in July 1863. Sach's covered bridge extends 100 feet across Marsh Creek. In 1938, the Pennsylvania Highway Department determined that Sachs Bridge was the most historic covered bridge in the state. Sachs Bridge was closed to traffic in 1968 and listed in the National Register of historic places in 1980. Floodwaters swept it from its abutments on June 19, 1996. The County of Adams rehabilitated the Sach's bridge by supporting its trusses with steel beams and by raising its elevation three feet.

Head towards Frederick MD – here you will explore the back roads of Catoctin, MD.  The ride will go through Thurmont (we can’t say exactly where but famous people have enjoyed long week-ends at this famous property).
High Rock – topping out at 5,685 feet, High Rock is dramatically higher than its surroundings.  On a clear day, the exposed summit provides outstanding views all around and down.  The trail is moderately steep but short.

Then on to Fort Ritchie – this piece of history is located off of Route 550 near the PA line.  Fort Ritchie lies at the foot of Quirauk Mountains.  The Buena Vista Ice Company fist developed this property in1900.  Two lakes were constructed to provide ice to the Baltimore and Washington areas by train.  In 1926, the land was purchased by the State of MD to develop a brigade training area for the MD National Guard.  June 1942, the Federal Government activated Camp Ritchie as a War Department Military Intelligence Training Center.  
Lunch will be included.
